Pool Rules

General

1. The membership is expected to cooperate fully in keeping the Club neat and orderly.
2. The last adult leaving the pool enclosure is responsible for locking the gate.

3. No glass, smoking, vaping or nudity permitted on Club property.

4. Members are not permitted to swim when cleaners are vacuuming the pool.

Guest Privileges

1. Having ten (10) or more guests constitutes a party. Party fees are $35.00. The
Pavilion only is reserved. Members are still permitted to swim and use the grounds.

2. The Board of Directors is authorized to designate certain times if they so desire,
when guests or classes of guests, associate members, and members are not allowed to
utilize the facilities of the Club.

3. Members or their guests will have no claim against the Club for the property of
members or any guests which may be brought into or left in the Club buildings or on the
grounds. The Club will not be held responsible for the loss of apparel or personal
belongings. The Club assumes no liability for the safety of anyone using the facilities of
the Club.

Health and Safety Regulations

1. No entry if someone capable of saving a person in distress in the pool if not present.
2. No entry if contagious.

3. There must be life preservers attached by suitable lengths of rope to reach every
area of the pool.

4. There must be a rope dividing the shallow and deep ends of the pool.

5. Children unable to stand in the pool with their head out of the water must be
accompanied in the water by an adult.

6. A child under sixteen (16) years of age will not enter the pool or its enclosure unless
accompanied by their parent or by a responsible associate member or by a guest on
authority by a responsible member.

7. Children who are unable to swim two widths of the pool will remain at the shallow end
of the pool unless accompanied by a responsible person.

8. Pushing, running, dunking, horseplay or foul language is prohibited.

9. One (1) person will be allowed on the diving board at a time. Hanging on the board or
jumping from the side of the board is not allowed.

10. No items (styrofoam, toys, diapers, etc) permitted which could leave pieces in the
water damaging the pump.
